                              MEN OF VISION SERVICE ORGANIZATION

In November of 2006, Ross Anderson founded Men of Vision at Sligh Middle School and in June 2010 Men of Vision, Inc. was established with the concept of “Action & Vision can change the World”. 

Mr. Anderson saw a profound need in schools primarily in the inner city, for mentorship directed towards those whom he often refers as “our boys”. The young men he initially went after were often angry, fatherless, disenchanted with school, feeling disenfranchised and on the brink of hopelessness and despair. Their academic records were poor and their discipline records even worse. With an average of 5 suspensions from school for fighting and skipping class and most struggling with reading; some even had probation officers due to their poor choices within the community. Out of seemingly hopeless obstacles MEN OF VISION was born. 
By advocating for these young men, tutoring them and fathering them he teaches them to respect themselves, one and another and their community through focusing on serving others. The impact has been tremendous. Their academic performances have soared, the discipline instances have decreased in some cases to none at all and their overall belief in themselves and in their futures has increased dramatically. 

The MEN OF VISION service organization is for dedicated young men who believe they can make a difference in the community in which they live. 
MEN OF VISION also provides an opportunity for young men to enhance the knowledge and skills that will assist them in personal development; to address the physical and social needs of their communities; to promote better relations between all people through a framework of friendship and service and to provide an overall vision for the future. This effort starts at the community level but knows no limits in its outreach. 
MEN OF VISION is open to young men ages 9 through 19 or 3rd grade thru Post-secondary.  
 The group is organized by elementary, middle schools, and high schools, as well as within the community. Membership is open to young men with no restrictions to race, color, disability, creed, gender, national origin, or religion.
Personally, Ross Anderson was educated in Hillsborough County public schools, graduating from Hillsborough High School. He earned degrees from the University of South Florida and Waldorf College & his Masters from Columbia Southern University. He is the proud father of two men. James Elaissaint- Anderson who currently a senior at Florida International University and Henry Tillman Jr. who is currently serving in the U.S. Army.
